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GENERAL INFORMATION

Institute History

Prior to the formation of the Institute of Radio Lngineers,
two other organized groups of radio enthusiasts held meetings
in New York and Boston. These were the Wireless Institute and
the Socicty of Wircless Telegraph Engineers.

On May 13, 1912, these two organizations were merged,
taking the new name of the Institute of Radio Engineers. Head-
quarters were established in New York.

The Society of Wireless Telegraph Engincers had a member-
ship of eleven on January 1, 1907, and forty-three on January 1,
1912. The Wireless Institute had fourteen members on January 1,
1909, and twenty-seven members on January 1, 1912. The
[nstitute of Radio Engincers, at the time of its foundation,
had less than fifty paid-up members.

Prominent in the early woerk of the Society of Wireless Tele-
graph Engincers were John Stone Stone, Lee Delforest, and Fritz
Lowenstein. Those identified with the initial work of the Wircless
Institute included: John S. Murphy, R. A. Somerville, Joseph D.
Fountain, R. B. Respress, R. A. Cleva, John Gregg, 1. Barnwell,
Philip Farnsworth, Sidney L. Williams, R. H. Marriott, G. W.
Pickard, Tarry Shoemaker and Fugene Thurston. The con-
solidation of these {wo societies and the initial work of organizing
the Institute of Radio Engineers were done by J. V. L. Hogan,
A. N. Goldsmith, and R, 1. Marriott.

Aims of the Institute

The Tnstitute of Radio Engineers functions soley to advance
the art and scienee of radio commurication. Tt numbers among
its members nearly all of the men who have been prominent
in the development of radio in the United States, as well as many
noted radio engineers and scientists in other countries.

The membership of the Institute consists of those persons
who are qualified for any of its several grades of membership,
cither through their interest in radio communication, or by
practice of some phase of radio engincering as a profession.
The eligibility of an applicant to membership in any grade is
finally determined by the Board of Dircction of the Institute,
in most cases on the reccommendation of the Committec on
Admissions.

Through the presentation and publication of original papers,
by affording its members the opportunity of meceting to dis-
cuss radio problems, by awards of honors and prizes, and in
other ways, the Institute fosters and cnecourages the develop-
ment of this important means of communication, and particularly
aids in the exchange of radio information of a technical and engi-
neering nature.

Publications

The other award is known as the Morris Licbmann Memorial
Prize. 'This award was made possible through the generosity
of Emil J. Simon, a Fellow of the Institute. It is given to perpetu-
ate the memory of the late Colonel Morris N. Lichmann. The
award consists of the sum of five hundred dollars which is the
annual income derived from the principal of the gift of ten
thousand dollars.

The award is made by a special committee, appointed annually
by the Board of Dircction, to that member of the Institute
who, in the opinion of this committee, shall have made the
most important contribution to the radio art during the pre-
ceding calendar year.

All members of the Institute are eligible as candidates for
these highly valued prizes. Each year's developments are care-
fully reviewed and examined by the Committees appointed, and
by the Board of Direction, the awards being made by vote of
the Board in the ease of the Institute Medal of onor, and by
vote of the committee appointed by the Board in the case of the
Liebmann Memorial Prize.

The names of the engineers who have already been granted
awards clearly show that the younger men as well as the pioneers,
and the design, development and factory engineers as well as
rescarch engincers, have been given due recognition in the
making of awards.

Grades of and Qualifications for Membership

The several grades of membership in the Institute of Radio
Engineers as well as the qualifications required for cach, dues,
fees, cte., are tabulated on page 12. Full details will be found
in the Constitution under articles 1T and 111, All the benefits
of membership are available at once to all new members of any
grade, except that Juniors are not eligible to vote. Membership
means, also, that one is enrolled with others having a similar
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interest in radio, and that one is on record as being among those
who are interested and active in the development of this new
and useful branch of the clectrical engineering industry.

The grades of Fellow and Member require o much higher degree
of technical training and experience than the grade of Associate.
In order to maintain a high standard of membership, the Board
of Dircction in cach case very carcfully scrutinizes the appli-
cations for Fellow and Member grades.

Before applying for membership in any grade the applicant
should carefully read the Constitution of the Institute to as-
certain for which of the several grades he is eligible. An extract
from the Constitution dealing with Admissions, Eligibility, Fees,
ete., is printed on the back of the application form obtainable
from Institute Headquarters.

When filling in the applieation form, the applicant should sub-
mit the names of those persons who have knowledge of his
professional experience, rather than those who have a high
professional standing, but cannot vouch for him.

Institute Badges

The authorized Institute badge is of 14-karat gold, finished

in cnamel and gold lettering. The Fellow’s badge is of blue

lettering on a gold background, Member's badge in gold lettering

on & blue background, Associate’s badge in gold lettering on a

maroon background, and Junior’s badge in gold

lettering on a white background. The badge is made

in the form of a lapel pin or a watch charm. The

charm is finished on both sides and is provided with

a ring for suspending the charm from a wateh chain or

fob. The lapel pin is priced at $3.00 (any grade) and the watch

charm is supplicd at $5.00 (any grade). Either of these may be

obtain from Institute Headquarters a petition form. In
making this tentative canvass effort should be made to ob-
tain applications from desirable and eligible non-members.
Wherever there are less than twenty-five members of
the Institute but it is felt that applications can be obtained
from the necessary number of eligible non-members, this
tentative canvass may be made and the membership appli-
cations forwarded to the Institute’s Offices. In making
this tentative canvass consideration should be given to
the probable permanent Chairman and other officers of
the Section, if formed. Much of the success of a Section
depends on the calibre of the Chairman and the interest
taken by him in the affairs of the Section. Institute Head-
quarters, therefore, would like information as to the prob-
able candidates at the time the request is made for the
petition forms.

REPORT OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTION
INSTITUTE OF RADIO ENGINEERS
1927
To Tue MEMBERSHIP: ,
The following is a brief summary of the principal activities

91 of the Institute during the year:

Directors’ Meetings. The Board of Direction held ten regular

. meetings during the year. The average attendance has been eight

members, and the average time devoted to each meeting has
been two and one-half hours. The Board has considercd and
acted upon all of the major problems confronting the manage-
ment and operation of the Institute. The business transacted at
these meetings has been duly recorded in the Minutes thereof.
Matters of general interest to the membership have been pub-
lished each month in the Institute Activities section of the
PROCEEDINGS.

Visits of the President. President Bown made five visits to
Sections of the Institute and delivered technical papers at each.
The Sections visited were Philadelphia, Connecticut  Valley,
Buffalo-Niagara, Rochester, and Cleveland.

Meetings. Ten regular New York meetings of the Institute
were held in the Engincering Societies Building, the average
attendance being slightly over three hundred and twenty-five.
In addition, two special meetings were held jointly with the
American Institute of Electrical Engineers. During the year there
has been & marked increase in attendance at all mectings, it
being necessary on several occasions to sccurc larger rooms.
The discussions following papers have been much more numerous.

Annual Convention. The Second Annual Convention was held
in New York City, January 10th to 12th, 1927. ILive technical
gessions were held. Tight trips of inspection to various radio
organizations in and around New York were largely attended by
the delegates present. The first Conference of Section Chairmen
was held at the convention. This Conference was largely at-
tended and is to be a regular feature of future conventions. On
the last evening of the Convention o banquet was held in the
Waldorf-Astoria. Over three hundred members and their guests
attended the banquet. The total registration for the convention
was over four hundred.

COMMITTEES

Without the continued assistance of its several Comimittees,
the Institute could not carry on its activities. Through the co-
ordination of organized cffort such as is afforded by all of the
Committees, the Institute’s affairs have been handled since the
beginning. The increased activity of all Committees reflects
itself upon the general increase in all Institute undertakings.

Allof the Committees this year have contributed to the success-
ful inception of many new innovationsin the Institute’s operation.

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Inshtute Prizes. During the year two prizes have been
awarded. The first, the Institute Medal of Honor, was awarded
to Dr. L. W. Austin for his pioncer work in the quantitative
measurement and corrclation of factors involved in radio
transmission. The 1927 award of the Morris Liecbmann Memorial
Prize, consisting of the sum of five hundred dollars, was made to
Commander A. Hoyt Taylor for his work in connection with his
study of transmission phenomena.

Publications. During the year fifty-six papers and twenty-one
discussions were printed in the ProcEEDINGS. A total of one
thousand and twenty-seven editorial pages were published,
representing an increase of over thirty-four per cent over last
year. Since the first of the year the ProceepiNas has been pub-
lished monthly.

Five thousand copics of a one hundred and fifty two page Year
Book, containing General Information concerning the Institute,
the Constitution and By-Laws, a complete catalog of the mem-
bership arranged both alphabetically and geographically, and
much other information of interest to the membership, were
printed and sent to the membership in April.

A Tourtcen Year Index to all papers appearing in the Pro-
CEEDINGS from 1913 through 1926 was printed and sent to the
members.

Three hundred copies of the Preliminary Drafts of three of
the Subcommittees of the Standardization Committee were
printed and circulated.

During the year much material has been added to the Institute
Activitics Scction of the Procerpivus in an effort to make
this Section of general interest to all members.

Advertising. Much of the revenue for operating the Institute
comes from the sale of the advertising pages in the PROCEEDINGS.
During the year the average number of pages printed per issue
was twenty-six. This represents an increase of two pages over
last year, the pages being printed only every other month during
1926, however.

a. A radio engineer by profession. As such he shall be Ql'mllil-
fied to design and take responsible charge of important radio
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work; he shall have been in the active practice of his profession
for at least seven years, and shall have had responsible charge
of important radio work for at least three years.

When the applicant holds in a principal national socicty of
an allied branch of engineering, membership in a grade for which
the qualifications indicate a standing equal to that required for
the grade of Fellow herein, such membership shall be considered
cquivalent to three of the required seven years of active practice
of the radio profession.

b. A professor of physical science or of electrical engincering.
As such he shall have attained special distinetion as an expounder
of the principles of radio science and of radio engineering; he
shall have had at least seven years experience as a teacher of
physical or clectrical subjeets and shall have had responsible
charge, for three years, in a radio course of a principal school
of scicnce and engineering. Any years of experience as defined
in paragraph “a” that the applicant may have had as a radio
engineer shall be considered the equivalent of the same number
of years of experience as a “teacher of radio subjeets.”

d. A person regularly engaged in radio work for at least seven
years, who, by inventions or special proficiency in contributions
to the radio science or the radio arts or radio literature, has
attained a standing at least equivalent to that required for 1el-
iows under paragraphs “a’ and “b.”

direction he shall have designed and taken responsibility for
important radio engincering work; he shall have been in the
active practice of his profession for at least four years.

When the applicant holds in a principal national socicty of an
allied branch of engincering, membership of a grade for which
the qualifications indicate a standing equal to that required for
the grade of Member herein, such membership shall be considered
equivalent to two years of the requisite four years of active
practice of the radio profession.

b. A teacher of physical science or of electrical engincering.

to any grade of membership. Applicants shall give references to
members of the Institute as follows:

For the grade of Junior, to five Fellows, Members or Associates.

Each application for admission or for transfer from one grade
to another shall embody a concise statement, with dates, of the
candidate’s training and experience, and shall be in such form
and such detail as may be preseribed by the Board of Direction.
It shall be signed by the applicant and shall contain a promise
to conform to the requirements of that grade of membership to
which he may be clected.

Each of the members referred to by the applicant shall be

requested by the Seceretary to address a letter to the Board of
Direction stating the extent of the writer's personal knowledge
of the applicant and his training and experience. 1f at least a
majority of the corporate members named as references do not
furnish the requisite endorsement, the Secretary shall eall upon
the applicant for additional names, and not until written com-
munications have been received from at least three members
shall the application be considered by the Board of Direction.
_ The requirements of the foregoing paragraph may be waived
in whole or in part where the applicant is well-known, cither
personally or by reputation, to the Board of Direction, or where
the application is for Junior or Associate grade.

An applicant who is so situated as not to be personally known
to the required number of members of any grade may give the
names, occupations and addresses of responsible non-members
to complete the required number of references.

SEc. 3—A list comprising the names, ages, addresses and
occupations of all new applicants for admission or transfer
shall be sent by the Seeretary to each member of the Board
of Direction.

The Board of Direetion may consider applications for ad-
mission or transfer to the grade of Member at any regular
meeting held at least two wecks after the list containing the
applicants names has been sent to each member of the Board
of Dircction.

The Board of Direction may consider applications for ad-
mission or transfer to the grade of Fellow at any regular meeting
held at least four weeks after the list containing the applicant’s
names has been sent to each member of the Board of Direction.

A record affirmative vote, oral or written, of at least two-

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Sec. 3--The annual dues shall be payable on the first day of
January, in advance of the ensuing year. 1t shall be the duty of
the Secretary to notify each member of the amount due at the

time of giving notice of the annual meeting,

Skc. 4—Persons eclected after July 1st of any year shall pay

only one-half of the dues for that year.

Skc. 5—Any person whose dues are more than three months
in arrcars shall be notified by the Seeretary. Should his dues |
not be paid when they become six months in arrears, he shall |
lose the right to vote or to receive the publications of the In- |
stitute.

OFFICERS

Skc. 1—The governing body of the Institute shall be a
President, Vice-President, a Secretary and a Treasurer and -

liditor of Publications, six clected Managers, and three ap-
pointed Managers who shall together constitute the Board of |
Direction. :

Skc. 2—The terms of all officers, except the six clected Mana-
gers, shall be one year each, and shall begin at the close of the -
annual meeting at which clection is made. The terms of all
officers shall continue until successors arc duly elected. The -
President and the Vice-President shall not be cligible for imme-
diate renomination to the same office.

Sec. 3—Two Managers shall be elected each year and serve
for three years. l

For the year 1015 six cleeted Managers were voted upon as
follows: The two candidates receiving the highest number of :
voles Lo serve three years; the two candidates receiving the next
highest number of votes, two years; the two candidates receiving °
the next highest number of votes, one year.

Sec. 4—The three appointed Managers shall be chosen by the :
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Board of Direction to serve for terms of one year. These ap-
pointed Managers shall have no vote in the election of their

suceessors.
ARTICLE VI

MANAGEMENT

Sic. 1—The President shall have general supervision of the
affairs of the Institute. He shall preside at meetings of the
Institute and of the Board of Direction at which he may be
present and shall be an ex-oflicio member of all committees.
He shall deliver an address at the annual meeting.

Sic. 2—The Board of Direetion shall manage the affairs of
the Institute in conformity to the laws under which the Institute
is organized and the provisions of the Constitution. 1t shall direct
the investment and care of the funds of the Institute; make ap-
propriations for specific purposes; act upon applications for
membership as heretofore provided; take measures to advance
the interests of the Institute; appoint all its employees, and
gencrally dircet its business. The Board of Direction shall make
an annual report at the annual meeting, transmitting the report
of the Treasurer and of the other officers and of committees.
Five members of the Board of Dircetion shall constitute a
quorum.

Sic. 3—The Treasurer shall receive all moneys and deposit
same in the name of the Institute. He shall invest all funds not
needed for current disbursements, as shall be ordered by the
Board of Direetion. e shall pay all bills, when certified and
audited, as provided by this Constitutim and by the rules to be
preseribed by the Board of Direction. e ghall make an annual
report and such other reports as may be preseribed by the Board
of Direction.

The Board of Direction shall sccure a satisfactory surety for
the faithful performance of his duties by the ‘Treasurer, and shall
renew the same during the month of January of cach year.

Stc. 4—The Seerctary will be expected to attend all meetings
of the Institute and of the Board of Direction; prepare the
business thereof, and duly record the proceedings thereof. He
shall see that all moneys due the Institute are carefully collected,
and without loss transferred to the custody of the Treasurer. He
shall carcfully scrutinize all expenditures and use his best
endeavor to sceure economy in the administration of the Insti-
tute. e shall personally certify the accuracy of all bills or
vouchers on which money is paid, and shall countersign the
checks drawn by the Treasurer against the funds of the Institute
when such drafts are known to him to be proper, and duly
authorized by the Finance Committee. He shall have charge of
the books of account of the Institute, and shall furnish, when
required by the Board of Dircction, a statement of receipts and
expenses under their several headings, and also statement of

monthly balances. He shall present annually, to the Board of
Direction, a balance sheet of his books as of December 31st
and shall furnish from time to time such other statements as may
be required of him. Ile shall conduct the correspondence of the
Institute and keep full records of the same. He shall perform all
other duties which may from time to time be assigned to him by
the Board of Direction.

Sge. 5—The Board of Direction may also, if they deem it
necessary, appoint an Assistant Sccretary, who shall aid the
Secretary and be under his immediate direction in all matters.

Sie. 6—The President, as soon as expedient after the annual
meeting, shall appoint from the membership, with the advice and
consent of the Board of Direction, the following standing com-

mitiees: .
Committee on Papers,

Committec on Standardization.
Committee on Publicity.

Members appointed shall serve until their successors are
appointed or the Committees dissolved.

ARTICLE VII
NOMINATION AND ELECTION OF OFFICERS

$ie. 1—Two months before the annual meeting, nominations
for the offices of President, Viee-President, Seeretary and
Treasurer and two Managers, shall be called for from the mem-
bership qualified by this Constitution. Before nominees’ names
are submitted to the membership for final vote, cach nominee
shall be consulted and if he so requests, his name shall be with-
drawn and the next ranking name substituted.

f For the year 1915, nominations for six Managers were called
or.

One month before the annual meeting, the Board of Direc-
tion shall submit to the entire membership excepting Honorary
Members and Juniors, a list of all nominces, which list shall
consist of the pairs of names recciving the largest number of
nominations for cach office. In the event of ties in nominations
the Board of Direction shall select the name of the man in its
opinion best fitted for that office. The membership shall then
submit written ballots in plain sealed envelopes enclosed within
mailing envelopes marked ““Ballott,” and bearing the members’
signature, voting for officers from the list of nominees. A ma-
jority vole received up to the time of the closing of the polls
(twenty-four hours before the opening of the annual meeting)
shall eleet, and no votes by proxy shall be counted. The method
of balloting herein deseribed shall be used for nominating as
well as for voting, except the outer envelope shall be marked
“Nomination” in the former case. In nominating, as in voting,
no proxies or ballots within unsigned outer envelopes shall
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be opened for counting. Ballots, whether for nomination or
voting, shall be checked, opened and counted by a quorum of
the Board of Direction, at a regular meeting of the Board. At
the time of eall for nominations, the Board of Direction shall
submit to qualified voters a list of suggested nominations con-
taining at least two names for each office.

Skc. 2—The Editor of Publications shall be elected by vote
of the Board of Direction as soon as possible after May 1st.

ARTICLIG VI
MEETINGS

Sge. 1—There shall be an Annual Meeting, at which the
annual reports for the year ending December 3lst previous
shall be presented, and the Ballot for officers reported. At this
meeting fifteen (15) members shall constitute a quorum.

Spe. 2—Business meetings shall be held as preseribed by the
by-laws.

Sie. 3—1In addition to the Annual Meeting, meetings for the
reading and discussion of papers shall be held as ordered by the
Board of Direction.

Sec. 4—Special meetings may be ealled by the Board of
Direction, and shall be so called upon request of ten members,
which request shall state the purpose of such meeting. The call
for such meeting shall be issued ten days in advanee, and shall
state the purpose thercof, and no other business shall be taken
up at such meeting. At these meetings t=n members shall con-
stitute o quorum,

Spe. 5—The Institute may adopt, from time to time, rules
for the order of business at its meetings.

Ske. 6—Meetings of the Board of Direction shall be held at
the time of the annual meeting and at such other times as the
Board may determine, but only on notice to all members of the
Board by the Seerctary. Notices of time and place of meeting are
to be mailed in New York at least two days in advanee.

ARTICLE IX
" AMENDMENTS

Sec. 1—Proposed amendments to this Constitution must be
reduced to writing and signed by not less than twenty I ellows,
Members or Associates, and be submitted to the entire member-
ship, except Honorary Members and Juniors, who shall vote by
letter ballot. The amendment shall be adopted if seventy-five
per cent of the votes received are in favor of such action, the
polls having been open for at least one month after mailing to the
qualified membership, notices of the proposed amendments.
Votes upon the adoption of proposed amendments shail be
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checked, opened and counted by a quorum of the Board of Diree-
tion at a regular mecting of the Board.

NOMINATION AND ELECTION OF OFFICERS

In January, 1921, the membership by letter vote approved
change in Article VII of the Constitution to read as follows:

Article VII, Section 1 of the Constitution to read:

“Spc. 1—Six weeks before the annual meeting, the Board
of Direction shall submit to the entire membership, excepting
Honorary Members and Juniors, a list of candidates (nominees)
for the offices of President, Vice-President, (Secretary, Treasurer)
and two Managers. This list shall comprise at least one name and
not more than three names for each office, the names being pro-
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posed either by Petition as hereinafter provided, or by (a quorum
of) the Board of Direction, at onc of these stated meetings. The
list shall contain no indication as to whether the candidate has
been proposed by Petition or by the Board of Direction.

“Nomination by Petition shall be made by letter, addressed
to the Board of Direction, setting forth the name of the pro-
posed candidate and the office for which it is desired he be no-
minated. For acceptance, a letter of Petition must reach the
Board of Direction on or before October 15th of any year, and
shall be signed by at lcast thirty-five Fellows, Members or
Associates.

“The list of nominees shall contain the names of all candidates
proposed by formal Petition or by the Board of Direction, but
before this list is submitted to the membership for final vote,
each candidate should be consulted and if he so requests, the
fact that he has withdrawn from election shall be stated after his
name.

“The entire membership, excepling Honorary Members and
Juniors, shall vote by written ballots in plain sealed envelopes,
enclosed within mailing envelopes marked “Ballot” and bearing
the member’s sighature, for the officers whose names appear on
the list of candidates. A majority vote reccived up to the time
of the closing of the polls (twenty-four hours before the opening
of the annual meeting, the date of which shall be stated in the
clection notice) shall elect, and no votes by proxy shall be
counted. No proxies or ballots within unsigned outer envelopes
shall be opened for counting. Ballots shall be cheeked, opened
and counted by a quorum of the Board »f Direction, at a regular
meeting of the Board.

ugpe. 2—The Treasurer, Sceretary and Iditor of Publica-
tions shall be appointed by majority vote of the Board of Diree-
tion as soon as practicable after January 15th of cach year, for
a term of one year or until their successor be appointed.”

BY-LAWS GOVERNING SECTIONS

(The purpose of the Institule in furthering the establishment of
Sections 1s to afford opportunily for members situated in various
parts of the United Stales and other countries to mect in organized
groups for the discussion of radio enginecring lopics.)

1-—A petition for the formation of a Scction shall be signed by
not less than twenty-five members (any grade except Juniors)
residing within the territorial limits hereinafter preseribed. The
Board of Direetion may decline to authorize the formation of a
Section when, in its judgment, such an organization would not
be compatible with the interess of the Institute.
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9—A Section shall be known as: The (name of place or
geographical district) Section of the Institute of Radio Engincers.

3.—The principal activity of a Section shall be the holding of
periodical meetings (monthly or bi-monthly, but not less than
five regular meetings annually) for the presentation of original
papers already presented at New York meetings of the Institute,
or at other Sections.

4—The territory of a Scction shall be the territory naturally
tributary thereto, but shall not include territory so remote or
inaccessible that members cannot readily attend meetings. For
the purpose of determining the maximum amount of money to
which a Section is entitled under these by-laws, points more than
sixty miles from the regular meeting place of the Section shall
not be considered a part of the Scction, except when special
conditions warrant such action territory within a reasonable
distance may be authorized by the Board of Direction. If ad-
jacent Sections should be so situated that the sixty mile limit
embraces common territory, the question as to which Section
shall elaim such members as reside within this common territory
shall, if possible, be decided hy agreement between the Scctions
concerned; otherwise by the Board of Dircction. (Scctions may
carry on their mailing list for meeting announcements the names
of members located outside of the preseribed Section territory.)

5—The Chairman, Viee-Chairman, Secretary and any other
officers of each Scction must be Fellows, Members or Associates
of the Institute, and shall be cleeted for the term of one year
blcginnling January 1, or May 1, and until their successors are
clected.

G—The Board of Direction may at any time terminate the
existence of any Secetion when 1n its judgment the interests of
the Institute make such action desirable.

8§—Original papers presented before a Section, suitable for
publication in the PROCEEDINGS may be presented to the Meet-
ings and Papers Committee for consideration, which, in judging
suitability, will be governed by the same considerations applied
to similar matter offered from other sources.

0—The Sceretary of the Institute will forward to the Secre-
tary of cach Section copies of all printed announcements of the
regular meetings in New York, and shall forward also the Seere-
tary of cach Section, three complete sets of proofs, or three
pamphlet form copies of each technical paper intended for
presentation at New York or for publication in the PROCEEDINGS.
This latter is for the purpose of supplying Sections with advance
copies for Scetion discussion.
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_IO—Each Section shall have a Meetings and Papers Com-
mittee and a Membership Committee, appointed by the Chair-
man.

1'1——Each Section shall eonduct its affairs in such manner that
no indebtedness shall acerue in excess of the amount due annually
as per-member rebate, specified in paragraph 12.

12—The appropriation of Institute funds during any fiscal
year for aid in Section maintcnance shall be the sum determined
as follows: one dollar for each Fellow, Member and Associate
residing within the territory of the Section at the beginning of
the administrative year, namely, January 1.
